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HIS ORDINANCE.. 

Newton, Westmoreland County, Pennsylvania, and it is hereby ordained and 

enacted by the authority of the same as folls: 

SECTION 1: 	For purposes of this Ordinance the word "person tt  shall 

i1an any irx3ividual, finn, partnership, corporation, organization, or other 

similar entity. 

SECIION 2: 	No person shall drink or consume liquor, wine, beer, or 

other alcoholic beverages in or upon any public sidewalk, street, lane, 

parking lot, park or recreation area, or other public property within the 

Borough of West Newton or in any vehicle upon such area within the Borough 

of West Newton except as hereinafter provided. 

SECTION 3: 	No person shall have, possess, carry or transport 

liquor, wine, beer or other alcoholic beverage in an open bottle or other 



open container upon any public sidewalk, street, lane, parking lot, park or 

recreation area, or other public prcperty within the Borough of West Newton 

or in any vehicle upon such area within the Borough of West Newton except 

as hereinafter provided. 

SECTION 4: 	No person shall discard alolic or other beverage 

containers upon any public sidewalk, street, lane, parking lot, park or 

recreation area, or other public property within the Borough of West Newton 

except in approved receptacles or containers for the said purpose. 

SECTION 5: If any person desires to possess, distribute or cons'..m 

alcoholic beverages on public property in the Borough of West Newton, said 

person must apply to the thief of Police of the Borough of West Newton or 

his duly authorized representative for a permit therefor not less than 

three (3) days prior to the date of the scheduled event for which the 

penmit is requested. No fee shall be charged for the said permit granted; 

however, a permit shall be issued only upon the following conittions: 

If such person interds to sell alcoholic beverages, then such 

person must provide the thief of Police with a copy of a State 

Liquor Control Board permit declaring they will adhere to the 

rules and rsulations of the State Liquor Control Board. 

Such person must agree, in writing, to assume  full responsibility 

for supervision of the event and the corduct of the grcxip or 

inlividuals benefittirg from such permit, and to properly clean up 



and restore the premises, after use, to its prior conlition. 

Such person must agree, in writing, that adequate precautions 

shall be taken to insure that minors or intoxicated persons will 

not be served or allcMed to consune alcoholic beverages at the 

permitted event. 

No alcoholic beverage shall be distriixited or consumed other than 

on the specific premises described in the permit and only during 

the time therein stated. 

No permit shall be issued to any person who has failed on a 

previous occasion to comply with the provisions for the granting 

of a permit. 

SECTION 6: 	Any person, firm, partnership, corporation, 

organization, or other siiiiilar entity who or which shall violate or fail to 

comply with any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of a 

smunary offense, and upon conviction thereof before the appropriate 

District Justice, shall be sentenced to pay a fine of not less than FIVE 

AND NO/CERTS ($5.00) DOLLARS and not more than ThREE HUN1ED AND NO/CENTS 

($300. 00) DOLLARS for each offense, plus costs of prosecution. In default 

of paynent of the fine and costs as assessed, such person, the members of 

such firm or partnership, or the officers of such corporation, organization 

or other similar entity, shall be liable to imprisorment in the appropriate 

jail or detention center for a period not to exceed thirty (30) days. Each 



day any violation shall continue shall constitute a separate violation. 

SECIIC1 7: If any one or itore sections, subsections, sentences, 

clauses or phrases of this ordinance is for any reason held to be 

unconstitutional, unlawful or invalid, such decision shall not effect the 

constitutionality, legality or validity of the remining portions of this 

ordinance. The Council of the Borough of West Newton declares that it 

would have passed this ordinance or any one or more reaaining sections, 

subsections, sentences, clauses and Ithrases thereof, irrespective of the 

fact that any one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses or 

rases be declared unconstitutional, unlawful or invalid. 

SECI'ION 8: 	All Ordinances, or parts of Ordinances, inconsistent 

herewith, are hereby repealed. 

SECI'ION 9: 	This Ordinance shall take effect inuiiiately.
