Special Meeting
August 18th, 2022
The Special meeting of West Newton Borough Council was held on Thursday, August 18th, 2022 in Council Chambers, 112 South Water Street. Council President Brenda Maleski called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m. Council members Tony Berarducci, Gary Johnson, Dan Palfey, Brenda Maleski, Terri Eckels, and Jason Cooper called present during roll call. Solicitor Sam Dalfonso and Secretary/Treasurer Ashley Pergola were also present. The purpose of this special meeting is to discuss the action needed to be taken to address issuance of awarding short-term financing and passing an Ordinance for the Main Street Emergency Sewage Repair.
The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Solicitor Dalfonso provided an explanation of the Local Government Unit Debt Act of which West Newton Borough must follow. The Borough Council determined it is of best interest of the Borough and its residents to use the local community bank, Commercial Bank & Trust of PA. This Ordinance the Borough would need to pass provides the terms of 3.95% fixed interest rate with no pre-penalty payment, amortized in 58 payments with the 59th payment being a balloon payment. Once the PennVest loan is awarded this Commercial Bank & Trust loan would then be paid off. A Notice will be advertised of the passing of this Ordinance within 15 days and filed with DCED.
Motion 08-01 made by Councilman Johnson to pass and accept Ordinance No. 2022-1, an ordinance increasing the indebtedness of the Borough of West Newton, Westmoreland County, in the amount of $365,000 for purposed of short-term financing of the Main Street Sewer Line Project; fixing the form, number, date, interest, and maturity thereof; making a covenant for the payment of the debt service on the note; providing for the filing of the required document; providing for the appointment of a sinking fund depository for the note; and authorizing execution, sale and delivery thereof. Second made by Palfey. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.

Motion 08-02 made by Councilman Berarducci to adjourn the special meeting at 3:04PM. Second made by Johnson. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
