Special Meeting
June 30th, 2022
The Special meeting of West Newton Borough Council was held on Thursday, June 30th, 2022 in Council Chambers, 112 South Water Street. Council President Brenda Maleski called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. Council members Tony Berarducci, Gary Johnson, Dan Palfey, Brenda Maleski, Terri Eckels, and Jason Cooper called present during roll call. Mayor Mary Popovich, Solicitor Sam Dalfonso, Engineers Ryan Contestabile and Dalton Mack, Councilman Dan Roebuck and Secretary/Treasurer Ashley Pergola were also present. The purpose of this special meeting is to discuss the action needed to be taken in coordination with the Railroad in regards to the main street sewage line collapse and repair, as well as financing this project. 
The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Engineers Contestabile and Mack, and Solicitor Dalfonso provided reports regarding the collapsed sewage line under Main Street and under the railroad crossing. Engineers Contestabile and Mack explained to Council the work that would be necessary to replace and repair the collapsed line. The Engineers and Solicitor explained to Council how bids were obtained under emergency procurement procedures for their review this evening. Solicitor Dalfonso reported to Council the procedures necessary to be followed to obtain emergency clearance from PennVEST for financing of this project.
Motion 06-1 made by Councilman Berarducci to award project to Jet Jack subject to pending confirmation to add alternate camering of the secondary line and potential repair of this line. Second made by Palfey. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Motion 06-2 made by Councilman Palfey to authorize Lennon, Smith, Souleret Engineering Inc. to coordinate with Solicitor Sam Dalfonso to complete the work necessary to move forward with this project. Second made by Eckels. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Motion 06-3 made by Councilman Berarducci to adopt Resolution No. 2022-9 authorizing West Newton Borough Council to proceed with obtaining short-term funding, complying with the provisions of the Local Government unit debt act, authorizing borough council to apply for a letter of no prejudice from Pennsylvania Infrastructure Authority to address the emergency main street sewer line collapse. Second made by Roebuck. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Motion 06-4 made by Councilman Berarducci to adopt Resolution No. 2022-10 authorizing reimbursement of funds related to sewer line replacement project. Second made by Eckels. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Motion 06-5 made by Councilman Palfey to authorize Solicitor Sam Dalfonso and LSSE Engineers to submit the application for the letter of no prejudice. Second made by Eckels. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Motion 06-6 made by Councilman Johnson to authorize execution of the facility and encroachment agreement pending Solicitor review. Second made by Roebuck. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Motion 06-7 made by Councilman Berarducci authorizes the Borough Secretary/Treasurer to pay CSX Transportation for the agreement package. Second made by Palfey. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.

Motion 06-8 made by Councilman Berarducci to adjourn the special meeting at 7:39PM. Second made by Eckels. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
