Regular Meeting
October 21st, 2025
The regular monthly voting meeting of West Newton Borough Council was held on Tuesday, October 21st, in Council Chambers, 112 South Water Street. Council President Jason Cooper called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Council members Jason Cooper, Dan Palfey, Gary Johnson, Tony Berarducci, Randy Shincovich and Terri Eckels were called present during roll call. Engineer Ryan Constable, Mayor Popovich and Secretary/Treasurer Ashley Pergola were also present. Solicitor DiMascio was present via phone. Council member Dan Roebuck and Engineer Mack were not present.
The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Delegates:  
Joyce Pawlik was present to request assistance from Chad Shincovich in building boxes around the garbage cans at the park. Chad agreed to work with CROWN on this project. Ms. Pawlik mentioned CROWN is looking for a new location to store all their items, also looking to purchase a shipping container to have this placed somewhere to store everything. Council was going to check availability on space at the Nipple Works. 
Motion 10-01 made by Councilman Johnson to accept the previous minutes. Second by Palfey. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Engineers report 
Engineer Constable presented the Engineers report
Motion 10-02 made by Councilman Berarducci to approve proposal from Pumpman to replace plug/check valves at the lift station, not to exceed $29,119.07. Second by Shincovich. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Motion 10-03 made by Councilman Berarducci to adopt Resolution 2025-21, allowing LSSE to apply for Statewide Local Share Grant application for gym rehabilitation grant in the amount of $536,000.00. Second by Shincovich. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
Supervisors Report – Supervisor Chad Shincovich presented Supervisors report, assisting with CCTV project, installing traffic mirrors, garbage cans at 2nd street park, installing catch basins and reminder chipping is Monday, October 27th. Chad also presented to council the gym radiators will be getting fixed at a minimum rate of $89/hour, repairs would be complete in one day.
Solicitors Report – Solicitor DiMascio was present via phone conversation updating recent court hearings and will send council potential ordinances to be reviewed.
Code Enforcement/Zoning Report – Secretary/Treasurer Pergola presented the code enforcement report on behalf of Mr. Humenik.

Mayors Report/Police Report – Mayor’s report was presented by Mayor Popovich. Mayor reported a thank you to the street crew and council for placing the mirror near church on 2nd street. Mayor will be applying for a grant and working with Yough High School students to paint a Mural on Main Street through the Steel Rivers Grant. Also, applying for a T-Mobile grant to be utilized for additions to 2nd street park.
Emergency Management:  Paul Williams was present this evening, to report updates from the KEMA conference. West Newton Community Fund check was received and the EMA Trailer is officially in service.
Bills – Motion 10-04 was made by Councilman Johnson to pay all unpaid bills. Second by Palfey. Motion adopted by unanimous vote.
